Superficial OutdatedVon Sascha FinkThis 
book has three advantages: It is easy to read, the tips are dense, and you are quickly through.It is, however, hopelessly 
superficial and outdated. Some of the tips need nothing more then the headline to give you all the information you 
needed, e.g. "Use Familiar Words", "Use Examples", "Get Some Reference Books". Reading the table of contents is 
actually enough to get the information. When there is a part whose content outgrows a headline, it does so only barely: 
"Know How To Use a Comma" comes down to 6 rules (one of them is "Use commas between members of the series.") 
and a general "Read it out loud fast" rule of thumb. Here, more would have been clearly better."Get Some Reference 
Books" is also a good example to illustrate how outdated the book is. While contemporary guides tell you where to 
find references in the web for free, Provost recommends to buy a hardcover and a softcover dictionary - both! Then, 
you read about which type of band to use for your typewriter.Additionally, the book is so unspecific about what to 
write, that it becomes close to useless. Some of the tips are only usefull for stories, and fiction writers seem to be the 
main audience. Others seem to be best geared at writing letters to the editor or newspaper articles. In these, Provost 
loves to quote his own oeuvre: articles for WeightWatchers, or about psychics for the Sunday Morning. I did not check 
what Provost's other works were before I bought the book, but I should have. A writer I am willing to admire for his 
work is easier to accept as a teacher.The book is cheap, but it is still too expensive given its value. I do not recommend 
it.3 von 4 Kunden fanden die folgende Rezension hilfreich.
